Now that the National Championships
have returned back to their possy in
August there has been a rebirth of
interest in our very own competition, the
Summer Trophy and Le Patinage
Artistique (and may I say that, that is
possibly the only good thing about having
Nationals in August). This year Summer
Trophy and Le Patinage hosted 85

skaters (110 entries) across the 4 days of competition. It
was lovely to see our new generation of skaters performing
so well in many of them, newcomers to the arena beyond
that of Skating School.

A little bit about the history of The Summer Trophy ...
Summer Trophy has always been a high point of the ISA
competition calendar. One of the largest competitions of
our past the Summer Trophy began in February, 1981
(Thank you to Dell and her excellent memory for supplying
us with the date). With the National Championships held in
our Winter (July/August) the ISA used the Summer Trophy
to finalize selections for the International Competitions of
the northern hemisphere held early in our calendar year
through to the World Championships held in March.

Now coach (and former international skater) Tamara Heggen
tells that during her competition years, the three events
were Summer Trophy, Autumn Trophy (which used to follow
in February) and Olympic Trophy (an age group competition).
It has only been in more recent years that the Hollins Trophy
(previously held over Easter and now over the June Queen’s
Birthday Weekend) has evolved to be a larger event and
is now the pre season selection event for the International
Junior Grand Prix Series which start in September (officially
the start of the international skating season).

We can still take pride in the fact that Summer Trophy is
still the largest club event in Queensland and all our members
are the benefactors of the events contribution to our
fundraising.

Iceworld kindly offer our club the catering at all Skate School
competitions held at Acacia Ridge. This is a great opportunity
to fundraise with the coffee shop/toys and flowers and also
a time we can profile our club to the perfect audience. We
are always looking for helpers both in preparation and
participating. Keep your eyes and ears open and let us
know when you will be available to help.

The AGM has bid farewell to Michelle Overall (aka Caitlin’s
mum) and welcomes Colleen McPhee (aka Sharni’s mum)
and will continue with committee members, Jane Clark,
Joanne Barnes, Robert Innes (Treasurer), Karen Dean

(Secretary), Marice Schloss (Vice President) and for my
third term I have again accepted the President’s chair.

The ice time subsidies will continue as we all agree that
this offers the deepest support through to our members.
This year Nationals were held in Perth and we were able
to offer a very supportive subsidy to those athletes who
made it in the Queensland team, consequently our coffers
are somewhat depleted. This will no doubt need a little extra
fundraising and I urge all skaters and their families to ‘think
outside the box’ for ideas that they would like to be involved
with in the way of Fun(d)raising. Please if you have an idea,
be prepared to develop it further and participate in the
time/effort giving stuff of ‘doing’.

Our Club Championships in March were very well attended
even though a little early in the competition season. This
was due to the limited ice-time that Iceworld could offer us
and with these limitation and such a large field of skaters
(for club championships) we were only able to offer a short
programme option. ISAQ asked that the Figure Clubs
nominate their skaters to states and so therefore entries
needed to be collected and collated by the Figure Club.

We have several skaters who tested between Clubs and
the State Championships (in view of skating up). I spoke
with ISAQ and they approved such variations.

Phoebe’s experiences “OS”
It was my first year at Junior level; I had not yet competed
overseas before, so when I won the Junior Championships
we had to re think our plans that had been set out by coach,
Colin Jackson.

I needed to compete overseas before I would be allowed
to represent Australia at Junior Worlds. So, on January 24,
we set off for a 6 week tour around the world.

Our first flight was from Brisbane to Vienna, stopping at
Singapore and Heathrow and taking 30 hours.

Day one was pretty scary as all the skaters in Vienna had
their double axels and we were a bit wobbly after the long
flight. They were all practising hard as there was a big
competition coming up at that rink the week after the one
we were about to go to in Slovenjia.

We saw our first snow in Vienna and each day after the
morning session we would buy baked potato wedges from
a street stall from a lady who only spoke German.

We skated each day for 2 hours in the morning and 1 to 2
hours each afternoon. On the weekend we went into the
city of Vienna and went sight seeing. We had Vienna coffees,
Sachatorte, Vienna Schnitzel and Apple Strudel. We saw
the bones at the bottom of the Cathedral, rode in a horse
drawn carriage around the tourist route and went to an
open air ice rink where I went on the trampolines.

There was so much snow that all the Vienna skaters had
to go to Lubljana by train. One judge told us that in Salzburg
she sat in traffic for 1 and a half hours and travelled only
1 km.

The Tivoli Cup was an age group competition with nearly
30 competitors in some of the divisions and the Dragon
Trophy was for the Novice, Junior and Senior skaters. The
competition icluded skaters from Slovenjia, Austria, Croatia,
Serbia, Romania, the Netherlands, USA (Alaska) and
Australia. As International guests we were also asked to
skate in the exhibition skate following the competition.

The morning after, we were off on another long flight to Los
Angeles with stops at Vienna and Heathrow. I think it was
only about 23 hours this time.

We were met by Caroline and driven up to Icecastles in
Lake Arrowhead about 2 hours drive out of LA. This ice rink
is totally for Figure Skating and is where Michelle Kwan
does most of her training. There is ice from 6.30 in the
morning through to 7.30 at night. It is like WOW! We stayed
at the Hilltop House where we shared with Tamar Katz, the
skater from Israel and her mum whilst they also prepared
for Junior Worlds. We met skaters from all over the USA
who had moved to Lake Arrowhead for their skating and
also skaters from other countries (Australia, Chinese Taipei,
Sweden, Bulgaria, Canada, Mexico and Israel) from aged
5 years old to Senior champions.

We skated 4 x 45 min sessions weekdays, 2 x 45 min
sessions Saturdays plus 2 x on ice conditioning classes
and 2 x off ice conditioning classes per week. On the first
weekend Caroline took us to LA to the shopping centres.
The second weekend we were snowed in. Anthony Lui
coached us along with Mary and we had lessons twice a
day. It was a great experience.

Finally the time had come to fly up to Toronto and bus out
to Kitchener. On the bus we met Emily Hughes, sister of
Sarah Hughes - who won the last Olympics. Emily was
really nice and we spent lots of time during the week
together. Emily finished in third place and it was her her
first ever Junior International. For my warm up group I had
drawm the Japanese team (3) and the Korean. One of the
Japanese skaters came first and the Korean came second.
The week is pretty much set out with not much spare time.
Buses took us to and from the rink twice daily for practices
and then the event. Watching the event was a great
experience and I am glad I have had this opportunity.

The final trip home was Toronto to Brisbane with stops in
Chicago, LA and Auckland - about 35 hour travel time.

So now we are back home and we have to train hard to try
and do it again. Next year’s Junior Worlds will be held in
the rink we went to in Slovenjia.
