Interesting facts!
Oh where did this obsession we call Ice Skating 
start???	

Did you know the history of the metal 			
skate probably dates back to the so called 	
Iron Age or approximately 2000 AD. 			
However, the actual art of sliding on ice 		
probably commenced alot earlier than this 	
on carved wooden blades. Also, some 			
primitive blades bound on to feed involved 	
ground down deer bones.

And our children complain that their blades aren’t sharp 
enough.

Did you know that up to 1851 in Germany women could be 
stoned to death for partaking in the immodest, possibly 
indecent, activity of Ice Skating and it wasn’t until 1891 in 
that country that a skating championship for women was 
held.

Did you know that the oldest skating club in the world is 
the Edinburgh Skating Club purportedly dating back to 
1642. A little older than our club by some 300 years.

Did you know that even up until the First World War the 
standard skating uniform for male skaters at the Skating 
Club London was Top Hat, Morning or Frock Suit. This attire 
is a little removed from a T-Shirt and Skins. They would 
turn over in their graves don’t you think???

Did you know that the art of Figure Skating was started in 
1898 by a group of skaters who believed the Victorian, 
English style of skating was obsolete.
